4 BAG/CONTAINER LIMIT PER HOUSEHOLD.
Garbage can be set out in plastic bags or garbage cans.

✔ �Ashes (once cooled, 
place in a combustible 
container – i.e. box, 
bag)

✔ �Cigarette butts 
(properly extinguished)

✔ �Dishes/ceramics

✔ �Disposable mop/dust 
sheets

✔ �Feminine hygiene 
products

✔ �Mirrors/glass 
(broken glass is acceptable 
tightly wrapped in a 
cardboard box or in a rigid 
reusable container, clearly 
labeled broken glass and 
set out for regular garbage 
collection)

✔ Pet waste/cat litter

✔ Photographs

✔ Pool noodles

✔ �Smoke/Carbon 
Monoxide alarms 
(Remove batteries for 

hazardous waste disposal)

To absorb moisture, reduce odours and help keep material from 
freezing to the cart, place crumpled newspaper at the bottom of 

your cart or layer dry leaf & yard waste over wet food waste or use 
a leaf & yard waste bag to line your cart. Material can be wrapped 
in newspaper, paper bags or other compostable box (i.e. cereal, 

frozen food, etc.).  

YARD & PLANT WASTE
Leaves
Twigs (less than 1” (2.5 cm) in 
diameter, no longer than 3 ft 
(0.91m), DO NOT bundle)
House plants & soil 
Grass clippings
Weeds & yard trimmings

FOOD-SOILED PAPER
Coffee grounds & filters
Drink trays & paper egg cartons
Facial tissues & paper towels
Microwave popcorn bags
Muffin liners
Paper plates & napkins
Paper take-out containers
Tea bags
Waxed & brown  
butcher paper

When placed out for collection the green cart lid must 
be closed with wheels facing away from the road.

biodegradable or compostable)
